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RCF procedures for VFR flights operating in the Luga CTR

In the event of RCF VFR flights operating in the Luga CTR are expected to squawk A7600 and to
operate as follows:

» If operating in the NORTH sector proceed to orbit over MADLIENA FORT (MF) and await
visual signals from the aerodrome control tower.

» If operating in the EAST sector proceed to orbit over EAST of LUQA and await visual
signals from the aerodrome control tower.

* If operating in the WEST sector proceed to orbit over DINGLI RADAR (DR) and await
visual signals from the aerodrome control tower.

» If operating in the SOUTH sector proceed to orbit over BLUE GROTTO (BG) and await
visual signals from the aerodrome control tower.

» If operating as aerodrome traffic pilots should squawk A7600 and await visual signals from
the aerodrome control tower.
